NOTE 1- SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies of Desert Community College Didtrict's (the District) Measure B General Obligation
Bond Fund conforms to accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America as prescribed by
the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) and the American Institute of Certified Public
Accountants (AICPA). The District's Measure B General Obligation Bond Fund accounts for the financial
transactionsin accordance with the policies and procedures of the California Community Colleges Budget and
Accounting Manual.

Financial Reporting Entity

The audited financial statements include only the Measure B General Obligation Bond Fund of the District. This
Fund was established to account for the receipt of proceeds of general obligation bond issuances and the
expenditures of the proceeds under the General Obligation Bond Election of March 2004. These financial
statements are not intended to present fairly the financial position and the changesin financial position of the
District in compliance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.

Fund Accounting

The operations of the Measure B General Obligation Bond Fund are accounted for in a separate set of self-

bal ancing accounts that comprise its assets, liabilities, fund balance, revenues, and expenditures. Resources are
allocated to, and accounted for, in the fund based upon the purpose for which they are to be spent and the means
by which spending activities are controlled.

Basis of Accounting

The Bond Funds are accounted for using a flow of current financial resources measurement focus and the
modified accrual basis of accounting. With this measurement focus, only current assets and current liabilities
generally areincluded on the balance sheet. The statement of revenues, expenditures, and changesin fund

bal ance reports on the sources (revenues and other financing sources) and uses (expenditures and other financing
uses) of current financial resources. These fund financial statements do not include the adoption of GASB
Statement No. 54, Fund Balance Reporting and Governmental Fund Type Definitions, as the District was not
required to adopt GASB Statement No. 54 under the reporting requirements of GASB Statement No. 35.

Budgets and Budgetary Accounting

Annual budgets are adopted on a basis consistent with accounting principles generally accepted in the United
States of Americafor all governmental funds. The District's Board of Trustees adopts an operating budget no
later than July 1 in accordance with State law. A public hearing must be conducted to receive comments prior to
adoption. The District's Board of Trustees satisfied these requirements. The Board revises this budget during the
year to give consideration to unanticipated revenue and expenditures primarily resulting from events unknown at
the time of budget adoption. The District employs budget control by minor object and by individual appropriation
accounts. Expenditures cannot legally exceed appropriations by major object account.

Encumbrances

The Digtrict utilizes an encumbrance accounting system under which purchase orders, contracts, and other
commitments for the expenditure of monies are recorded in order to reserve that portion of the applicable
appropriation. Encumbrances are liquidated when the commitments are paid and all outstanding encumbrances
lapse at June 30.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United
States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of
assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and
the reported amounts of revenues and expenditures/expenses during the reporting period. Actua results could
differ from those estimates.

Change in Accounting Principles

In February 2015, the GASB issued Statement No. 72, Fair Value Measurement and Application. This Statement
addresses accounting and financial reporting issues related to fair value measurements. The definition of fair
valueisthe price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer aliability in an orderly transaction
between market participants at the measurement date. This Statement provides guidance for determining afair
value measurement for financial reporting purposes. This Statement also provides guidance for applying fair
value to certain investments and disclosures related to all fair value measurements.

The District has implemented the provisions of this Statement as of June 30, 2016.

In June 2015, the GASB issued Statement No. 76, The Hierarchy of Generally Accepted Accounting Principles
for Sate and Local Governments. The objective of this Statement is to identify—in the context of the current
governmental financial reporting environment—the hierarchy of generally accepted accounting principles
(GAAP). The"GAAP hierarchy" consists of the sources of accounting principles used to prepare financial
statements of State and local governmental entities in conformity with GAAP and the framework for selecting
those principles. This Statement reduces the GAAP hierarchy to two categories of authoritative GAAP and
addresses the use of authoritative and non-authoritative literature in the event that the accounting treatment for a
transaction or other event is not specified within a source of authoritative GAAP.

This Statement supersedes GASB Statement No. 55, The Hierarchy of Generally Accepted Accounting Principles
for State and Local Gover nments.

The District has implemented the provisions of this Statement as of June 30, 2016.

In December 2015, the GASB issued Statement No. 79, Certain External Investment Pools and Pool Participants.
This Statement addresses accounting and financial reporting for certain external investment pools and pool
participants. Specifically, it establishes criteriafor an external investment pool to qualify for making the election
to measure all of itsinvestments at amortized cost for financial reporting purposes. An external investment pool
qualifiesfor that reporting if it meets all of the applicable criteria established in this Statement. The specific
criteriaaddress (1) how the externa investment pool transacts with participants; (2) requirements for portfolio
maturity, quality, diversification, and liquidity; and (3) calculation and requirements of a shadow price.
Significant noncompliance prevents the external investment pool from measuring all of its investments at
amortized cost for financial reporting purposes. Professional judgment is required to determine if instances of
noncompliance with the criteria established by this Statement during the reporting period, individually or in the
aggregate, were significant.

If an external investment pool does not meet the criteria established by this Statement, that pool should apply the
provisionsin paragraph 16 of GASB Statement No. 31, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Certain
Investments and for External Investment Pools, as amended. If an external investment pool meetsthe criteriain
this Statement and measures all of its investments at amortized cost, the pool's participants a so should measure
their investmentsin that external investment pool at amortized cost for financial reporting purposes. If an
external investment pool does not meet the criteriain this Statement, the pool's participants should measure their
investmentsin that pool at fair value, as provided in paragraph 11 of GASB Statement No. 31, as amended.

This Statement establishes additional note disclosure requirements for qualifying external investment pools that

measure all of their investments at amortized cost for financial reporting purposes and for governments that

participate in those pools. Those disclosures, for both the qualifying external investment pools and their

participants, include information about any limitations or restrictions on participant withdrawals.

The District has implemented the provisions of this Statement as of June 30, 2016.

Fund Balance - Governmental Funds

As of June 30, 2016, the fund balance of the Measure B General Obligation Bond Fund was classified as follows:
Restricted - amounts that can be spent only for specific purposes because of constitutional provisions or

Policies and Practices

The Digtrict is authorized under California Government Code to make direct investmentsin local agency bonds,
notes, or warrants within the State; U.S. Treasury instruments; registered State warrants or treasury notes,
securities of the U.S. Government, or its agencies; bankers acceptances;, commercial paper; certificates of deposit
placed with commercia banks and/or savings and loan companies; repurchase or reverse repurchase agreements;
medium term corporate notes; shares of beneficia interest issued by diversified management companies,
certificates of participation, obligations with first priority security; and collateralized mortgage obligations.

Investment in County Treasury

The Digtrict is considered to be an involuntary participant in an external investment pool asthe District isrequired
to deposit al receipts and collections of monies with their County Treasurer (Education Code Section 41001).
Thefair value of the District's investment in the pool isreported in the accounting financial statements at amounts
based upon the District's pro-rata share of the fair value provided by the County Treasurer for the entire portfolio
(inrelation to the amortized cost of that portfolio). The balance available for withdrawal is based on the
accounting records maintained by the County Treasurer, which is recorded on the amortized cost basis.

Provisions of the Genera Obligation
Bond, Series 2007 B, provide that moneys will be invested at the written direction of the District, after
consultation with the County in: (i) Non-AMT Bonds (as defined in the Resolutions); (ii) Qualified Non-AMT
Mutual Funds (as defined in the Resolutions); or (iii) State and Local Government Securities; provided, however,
that each of (i), (ii), and (iii) shall have been issued by alocal agency of the State or issued by the State or an
agency thereof.

Interest Rate Risk

Interest rate risk is the risk that changes in market interest rates will adversely affect the fair value of an
investment. Generaly, the longer the maturity of an investment, the greater the sensitivity of itsfair valueto
changesin market interest rates. The District does not have aformal investment policy that limits investment
maturities as a means of managing its exposure to fair value losses arising from increasing interest rates. The
District manages its exposure to interest rate risk by investing in the Riverside County Treasury. The District aso
invests the proceeds from the general obligation bonds in Federated Investor Tax Free Obligations that are subject
to interest rate risk.

NOTE 3 - FAIR VALUE MEASUREMENTS

The Digtrict categorizes the fair value measurements of itsinvestments based on the hierarchy established by
generally accepted accounting principles. The fair value hierarchy, which has three levels, is based on the
valuation inputs used to measure an asset's fair value. The following provides a summary of the hierarchy used to

measure fair value:

Level 1 - Quoted pricesin active markets for identical assets that the Digtrict has the ability to access at the
measurement date. Level 1 assets may include debt and equity securities that are traded in an active exchange
market and that are highly liquid and are actively traded in over-the-counter markets.

Level 2 - Observable inputs, other than Level 1 prices, such as quoted prices for similar assetsin active
markets, quoted prices for identical or similar assets in markets that are not active, or other inputsthat are
observable, such asinterest rates and curves observable at commonly quoted intervals, implied volatilities,
and credit spreads. For financia reporting purposes, if an asset has a specified term, aLevel 2 inputis
required to be observable for substantially the full term of the asset.

Level 3 - Unobservable inputs should be devel oped using the best information available under the
circumstances, which might include the District's own data. The District should adjust that data if reasonably
available information indicates that other market participants would use different data or certain
circumstances specific to the District are not available to other market participants.

Uncategorized - Investments in the Riverside County Pooled Investment Fund are not measured using the input

levels above because the District's transactions are based on a stable net asset value per share. All contributions
and redemptions are transacted at $1.00 net asset value per share.

We conducted this performance audit in accordance with the standards applicable to performance audits contained
in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller Genera of the United States. Those standards
require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain sufficient, appropriate evidence to provide areasonable basis
for our conclusion based on our audit objectives. We believe that the evidence obtained provides areasonable
basis for our conclusions based on our audit objectives.

Our audit was limited to the objectives listed within the report which includes determining the District's
compliance with the performance requirements as referred to in Proposition 39 and outlined in Article XI1A,
Section 1(b)(3)(C) of the California Constitution. Management is responsible for the District's compliance with
those requirements.

In planning and performing our performance audit, we obtained an understanding of the District'sinternal control
in order to determine if the interna controls were adequate to help ensure the District's compliance with the
requirements of Proposition 39 and outlined in Article XI11A, Section 1(b)(3)(C) of the California Constitution.
Accordingly, we do hot express an opinion on the effectiveness of the District's interna control.

The results of our tests indicated that the District expended Proposition 39 Measure B General Obligation Bond
Funds only for the specific projects approved by the voters, in accordance with Proposition 39 and outlined in
Article X111A, Section 1(b)(3)(C) of the California Constitution.

AUTHORITY FOR I SSUANCE

The Measure B Genera Obligation Bonds (the Bonds) were issued pursuant to the Constitution and laws of the
State of California (the State), including the provisions of Chapters 1 and 1.5 of Part 10 of the Cdifornia
Education Code, and other applicable provisions of law. The Bonds were authorized to be issued by aresolution
adopted by the Board of Supervisors of Riverside County (the County Resolution), pursuant to a request of the
Desert Community College District (the District) made by a resolution adopted by the Board of Education of the
District (the District Resolution).

The District received authorization from an election held on March 2, 2004, to issue bonds of the District in an
aggregate principal amount not to exceed $346,500,000 to finance specific acquisition, construction, and
modernization projects approved by eligible voters within the District. The Measure required approval by at |east
55 percent of the votes cast by eligible voters within the District. The Measure B Bond Funds represent the
authorized bond issuance of the Series 2004A, 2007B, 2007C, 2012D, and 2005 Refunding Bonds.

PURPOSE OF | SSUANCE

Pursuant to the 2004 Authorization, the proceeds of the Bonds will be used to finance the repair, renovation, and
construction of facilities noted on a specific Project List for facilities of the District. The bond project list
includes:

e Therepair, renovation, and/or replacement of obsolete classrooms, labs, instructional facilities, and
utilities

e Theimprovement of emergency access and evacuation routesto increase student saf ety

e Theupgrade, repair, equipment, construction, and/or expansion of classroom buildings, facilities, and
sites

e Therepair, replacement, and renovation of electrical and mechanical systems to reduce energy

consumption

Repair and replace outdated natural gas, water, sewer, and storm drain systems

Construct an Allied Health and Nursing Facility

Redesign wire classrooms to increase the uses of technol ogy

Install new fire dlarms, communication systems, and energy efficient lighting

Construct an Early Childhood Education and Development Center
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AUTHORITY FOR THE AUDIT

On November 7, 2000, California voters approved Proposition 39, the Smaller Classes, Safer Schools, and
Financial Accountability Act. Proposition 39 amended portions of the California Constitution to provide for the
issuance of general obligation bonds by school districts, community college districts, or county offices of
education, "for the construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation, or replacement of school facilities, including the
furnishing and equipping of school facilities, or the acquisition or lease of rental property for school facilities”,
upon approval by 55 percent of the electorate. In addition to reducing the approval threshold from two-thirds to
55 percent, Proposition 39 and the enacting legislation (AB 1908 and AB 2659) requires the following
accountability measures as codified in Education Code Sections 15278-15282:

1. Requiresthat the proceeds from the sale of the bonds be used only for the purposes specified in
Article X111A, Section 1(b)(3)(C) of the California Constitution, and not for any other purpose,
including teacher and administrator salaries and other school operating expenses.

2. The community college district must list the specific school facilities projects to be funded in the
ballot measure, and must certify that the governing board has evaluated safety, class size reduction,
and information technology needsin devel oping the project list.

3. Requiresthe community college district to appoint a Citizens' Oversight Committee.
4. Requiresthe community college district to conduct an annual independent financial audit and
performance audit in accordance with the Government Auditing Standards issued by the Comptroller

General of the United States of the bond proceeds until all of the proceeds have been expended.

5. Requiresthe community college district to conduct an annual independent performance audit to
ensure that the funds have been expended only on the specific projects listed.

OBJECTIVES OF THE AUDIT

Determine whether expenditures charged to the Bonds have been made in accordance with the Bond project list
approved by the voters through the approval of the Measure B.

SCOPE OF THE AUDIT

The scope of our performance audit covered the period of July 1, 2015 to June 30, 2016. The population of
expenditures tested included all object and project codes associated with the Bond projects. The propriety of
expenditures for capital projects and maintenance projects funded through other State or local funding sources,
other than proceeds of the bonds, were not included within the scope of the audit.
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PROCEDURES PERFORMED

We obtained the general ledger and the project expenditure reports prepared by the Didtrict for the fiscal year
ended June 30, 2016, for the Bonds. Within the fiscal year audited, we obtained the actual invoices and other
supporting documentation for a sample of expenditures to ensure compliance with the requirements of

Article X111A, Section 1(b)(3)(C) of the California Constitution and Measure B as to the approved Bond projects
list. We performed the following procedures:

1. Weverified that a separate Bond Fund of the District has been established to account for the receipt of
Bond proceeds and expenditure of the funds for the period July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2016.

2. Weverified the District has established a Citizens' Bond Oversight Committee comprised of
representatives from the seven specific constituency groups required by the Proposition.

3. We verified the Citizens Bond Oversight committee met regularly during the year with agendas and/or
minutes of the meetings maintained.

4. We selected a sample of expenditures for the period starting July 1, 2015 and ending June 30, 2016, and
reviewed supporting documentation to ensure that such funds were properly expended on the specific
projects listed in the ballot text.

5. Our sampleincluded transactions totaling $2,044,574. This represents 48 percent of the total expenditures
of $4,221,684.

6. We verified that funds from the Bonds were expended for the voter authorized Bond projects as listed in
the Approved Bond Project Listing.

7. We verified that the District used formal bid procedures for those contracts over the construction bid level
requirements in accordance with the Education Code requirements and District policies.

CONCLUSION

Theresults of our testsindicated that, in al significant respects, the District has properly accounted for the
expenditures held in the Bond Funds and that such expenditures were made for authorized Bond projects. There
were no salaries of administrators charged to the Bonds for District general administration or operations. District
procedures for disbursement of funds were applied in accordance with laws and regulations, as well as policies
approved by the Board of Trustees.

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There were no audit findings reported in the prior year's Schedule of Findings and Questioned Costs.
